Just paint
Roy Jackson (in conversation with Terence Maloon)

In Greece it’s been the same of course, always painting, travelling, painting all the 
time and once you do that it’s like you’re centred, you’re home, you’re part of the place. 
Whenever younger people were going off travelling—young artists or art students—I used 
to say to them: ‘Take some art materials with you or try to find them along the way.’ 

Often I’ve found paints along the way. I thought that was part of the adventure: 
to make do with whatever you could get. When students would come to discuss their 
personal problems with me I used to say, ‘Look, you’ve just got to decide. I’ll tell you 
what: just paint. Everything else will fall into place. It sounds simple and it is. You put 
all these problems in the way of it and you think they’re important, but actually they 
will fall into place when you start painting.’
